6.2.1 The NIDA TEAP score must be one year valid up to the submission date.
(Apply for NIDA TEAP at the Centre for Language and Communication
Development and Services, NIDA, Website: http://Ic.nida.ac.th).

6.2.2 The TOEFL or IELTS scores must be two years valid up to the submission
date. If applicants submit their TOEFL/ITP scores, the Institute will only
consider the results of the test administered by NIDA.
