1.7  Evidence of name change(s), e.g., marriage certificate (if any)  

1.8  Record of TOEFL or IELTS score    
1.9  Document or health insurance application (Foreign students only). 
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1.10  According to the Personal Data Protection Act, B.E.2562 (2019), which comes into effect 

from June 1, 2022, the National Institute of Development Administration (NIDA) requires 

student consent for the disclosure of educational information to a third party for the purpose 

of educational and/or academic document verification.  A student can choose to use the
